The exhibition will be housed in the ancient monastic barn. The
barnis magnificent and awork of art initself. It seemsafittingplace
to display this exhibition aout the impact of man and his domestic
beasts on the landscape of Dartmoor.

A \isit to the Abbey is recommended, especidly to those who
participated in the Monks PathWak last August. As waker leader
LyndaReynolds-Smith said,on begnning our journey,the Abbeywas
a smadl Cistercian monastery and the current house incorporaes
the remains of the 13 centur y Abbey church. The Nationd Trust
(NT) hasondisplay extensive and well-presented infor mation about
the history of the Abbey and of itstime ashome to Sr FrancisDrake
(Monks Peth walkers may recal meeting Sr Francisand Lady Drake
back in August..). The grounds are magnificent with a number of
walks, and there are craft workshops, atea shop and gft shop.

As Buckland Abbey is owned by the NT, visitors to the exhibition
will have to pay the NT admission: £4.60 adults, £2.30 children,
£11.50 family -- these fees provide the NT with support for their
charitable activities. A grounds anlyfee (£2.40/adult s,£1.20/children)
indudes the exhibition (no grounds fee during the winter periad).
Thereis no charge to NT members.

AHA received aupport for this project through the Millennium Festiva
Awards for All programme.

Last Autumn AHA received the following letter from banTaber of
Denver, Colorado.

Dartmoor in the year 2000 and here |1 was at the end of a
long journey from Colorado to visit Princetown where my
ancestors lived at Oakery Cottage from the early 1840's to
1914. Dartmoor seemed a magical place with its brightgreen
landscape, rocks, and dazzling white sheep. | stepped off
the bus and | was awed to see the Plume and Feathers,
where my aunt Lillie Kistle had worked as a housemaid for
the Crockers (probably Mrs. Jane Winter Crocker) in the early
part of the century.

There was the Wesleyan Methodist Chapel where my
grandmother Clara Kistle was a devout worshipper and her
children attended the Sunday School. Louie Bolt of Bolt's
Store was their teacher. A highlight of the children’s year
was the Annual Sunday School Outing and, of course, the
Princetown Fair held in the Square each second Wednesday
in September. There were swings, roundabouts, and all
manner of delights!

My grandfather was Edwin James Kistle, known locally as
Gentleman Jim because of the care he took with his
appearance. He was a quarryman and farmer, and bred
bullocks. His first child, Lillie, was born in1895 and one of
her earliest memories was of her father making her a little
fishing rod and they would trot off fishing together. Ada was
the second of their nine children. She and Lillie passed on
many happy memories of their childhood at Oakery to my
cousin Margery Harman, Ada’s daughter.

As | stood on the bridge, looking down to where Oakery
Cottage and farm had been until the 1920’s, | played their
recollections over in my mind. I could almost hear

the laughter as the little girls played on the stepping stones
in the Blackabrook river. They would often fall in and then
hang their petticoats to dry on the bushes. A family story
was how they taughttheir sister Minnie to ride a bicycle by
giving her a shove and sending her whizzing down Oakery
Hill. (Yes, poor Minnie survived!) Whenever they had a penny
to spend, Ada and Lillie loved to visit ‘Watty’ Tooker’s shop
(Walter E. Tooker) to buy a stick of liquorice for a farthing
and three other varieties at a farthing each.

The children crossed the clapper bridge to the shippen where
the cattle were kept. It was interesting to see that while

not to give them spending money!’ (Joan)

only the foundation of the cottage remains,
the shippen is still being used. Ada
remembered her task of feeding the
chickens, the white ones called
Wyandottes, the Rhode Island Reds, and
the guinea fowl known as gleanies. Before
school, Lillie and Ada would often deliver
milk, cream, eggs, cheese and butter from
Clara’s dairy to the cook at the house of
the Deputy Governor of Dartmoor Prison.
The children crossed the road from Oakery,
walked by the leat which ran across the
prison newtake and farm, and en route saw
some ‘trusty’ convicts regularly. There was
always a greeting or a comment on the
weather, and the girls were treated with
respect at all times. The trusties worked
on the prison farm and fields, and Clara
Kistle would often slip them milk and
something to eat when they passed by. In
those days, the prisoners wore gray jackets
and trousers covered with black broad
arrows. Their boots were hobnailed and the
studs on the soles were inserted in the
shape of a broad arrow, so their footsteps L

would be seen on soft ground. —

The photo was taken in the early 1860's and shows the grounds of Oakery Cottage and
my great grandmother Eliza Kigle who is rindng her laundry in the Blackabrook River!
She only did this with the finer linen garments She is wearing black because she isin
mourning for her sonW illiam who was killed in ariding accident at the age of 13.

Around 1911, when she was 14, Ada be-
came nanny to Charles and Molly, the chil-
dren of Susan and Mr. A. E. Barrington, up
at their beautiful home at Tor Royal. She
also told of World War I in the village, when District Nurse Thompson of the Princetown Branch of the Dartmoor Nursing
Association gave lectures in first aid and home nursing in readiness for any emergency. Ada and the other volunteers
would go out on the moor to gather sphagnum moss which was sent to a pharmaceutical company to be made into field
dressings. The Queen Mary’s Needlework Guild was also active in Dartmoor and the Princetown ladies made many knitted
warm garments for soldiers on the cold, muddy battlefields.

The earlier generation at Oakery Cottage were my great grandparents, Eliza and James Kistle, stone mason and farmer.
They married in 1841 and Oakery Cottage became their home. The Dartmoor Poet, Jonas Coker, was a witness at their
wedding in Lydford and he built some of the newtake walls at Oakery. When they moved in, the cottage was very
picturesque with an exterior gallery, but in the early 1880’s renovation took place. The verandah was removed and the
reed roof replaced with slate. William Crossing and others disapproved of its changed appearance and said so in print!

I enjoyed the view of the prison where my Great Uncle Sam Perkins was an officer. Margaret and John Perkins of Mis Tor,
Rundlestone, were my maternal great grandparents. Their grandson Ron Perkins’ name is on the war memorial in
Princetown. Their granddaughter Pansy Perkins took over the farm when John died. Pansy married Alexander Youngson
who died in a tragic accident at Merrivale Quarry in 1944. Passing the Duchy Hotel, 1 thought of Minnie Rowe, daughter
of Aaron Rowe, who was in the same class at school as Ada. At the age of 21, Minnie was sewing without using a thimble,
pricked her finger, and subsequently died of blood poisoning. Ada told this story to her daughter with a grave warning to
always use a thimble!

My last visit was to the churchyard where | found the graves of Clara and James Kistle and although | never knew
them, it was very moving to be there. What began as a visit to Dartmoor in the new millennium had become a home-
coming! JoanTaber and Margery Harman
