e have been successful in our bid to the
WReg'onaArts Lottery Progranme (RALP) for

fundingfor the Dartmoor Sendgngproject (more
inside). We were awarded £24,305, leaving us just £2,000
to rase. Asof the dae of publication we received notice
that West Devon Borough Council granted our request
for £450 and South West Arts is providing £500 through
their Kicking Off fund for young artists. Ancther funder
has agreed,in principle,t o donate £1,000 (we can't disclose
their name until the grant is confirmed). Receiving the
RALPgant is particularly good news as our previous efforts
in obtaining Lottery funding have been less than successful
- thisisa significant breakthrough for AHA. Spedid thanks
are due SouthWest Artsfor the time,patience and energy
they have put into helpingAHA get where we are today.
This funding dlows us to put in place amgor project for
next year — it begns November 1 and runs for twelve
months.

Choppingofwood,mewingof buzzar ds, stags r oaring, militar y air cr aft
flying low, blacksmiths hammering, cronking crows, gorse seeds
popping carsover catle grids,wind in trees,gushing wat er,fox calls,
drummingrain,tawny owls,horses hooves,twittering skylarks, sheep,
bat cdls, cockerels, bagpipes — dl these sounds and more were
nominaed for recording as exemplars of Dartmoor’s soundscape.
