Chagford Listening Walk - 20th December 2003

Soon after 10am a group of 7 had accumulated, and a local couple joined the group ‘on
spec.’ At the church, we were greeted with refreshments and by a group of || ringers
waiting to perform whatever was required of them. Initially, we were taken right up
into the bell chamber and had the opportunity, whilst standing on the frames, to ask
questions about the bells, their working, history, and inscriptions. We asked the band to
ring for the duration of our circular walk. In view of the rain and sou’ westerly gale, we
abandoned the planned walk which would have been up-wind of the church. Instead we
went though the square and down past the school to Dogmash Bridge and then along
the leat and the bank of the River Teign River to Chagford Bridge - and thence back up
into the town. Despite the weather conditions our chosen route proved to be relatively
sheltered and we paused several times to listen to the sound of the bells wafting on the
wind. By the time we left, the rain had stopped and the sun was breaking through the
clouds.

focus on fFarmers

In a meeting at Throwleigh at the end of November artists shared discussion and
‘work in progress’ and were introduced to new FoF curator/exhibition designer
Simon Ryder, who writes:

Originally | wanted to apply to be one of the artists on the project but was unable to do
so because of other commitments. So it was great when the opportunity to be involved
came around again, but this time for a curator/exhibition designer.

| have been involved with a number of ‘rural’ or ‘farm related’ art projects through the
artists group that | work with: artNucleus (www.artnucleus.org). We did one in a livestock
market and another on farms around Gloucestershire, so | was very keen to be involved
with Focus on Farmers as this is something close to my heart.

| grew up on and around farms in Hampshire and only since leaving London five years ago
re-realised just how much that upbringing influences my outlook. | am now in Berlin and
who needs another artist in Berlin? There are so many! Here, they need street cleaners
not artists. But on Dartmoor and in many other rural communities | believe artists have
a vital and exciting role to play.

The work produced has exceeded all expectations in terms of quality and now | am
working with Nancy and Richard to see if we can expand the exhibition budget to do
justice to the work. We will know in a few weeks at which point we can begin shaping
the final exhibition. Fingers crossed.

The project has achieved its primary purpose: to represent the complexity of
contemporary life of hill farmers on Dartmoor and Exmoor. The work is incredibly
broad-ranging in scope, is extraordinarily rich in its narrative content and textures
— it ranges from literal portrayals to abstractions.

Tony Hill and Hannah Standen
have made screen and sound-based work.
Tony’s skill as a filmmaker is evident here.
Some aspects of his final work contain
very personal and moving fragments of
conversations with the Coles about their
way of life; some of the work is less intimate.
Hannah'’s sound work is particularly strong in
evoking portraits of people and place.

Kirsty Waterworth and Beth
Hamer have three major projects under
way including a video-based installation in
which images are projected onto screens
made of live grass and another installation
using granite from the farm and neon
numbers taken from the farm’s Defra
registration number.

Gregg Wagstaff and Tania van
Schalkwyk have made two collaborative
video pieces using a live performance of
Tania’s poetry in combination with two
walks which explore the farm. They have
also produced an extensive DVD containing
images and sounds, including sound diaries
from each of the children on the farm, and
numerous ‘monologues’ from farmer Mike
Malseed. Tania has also created a booklet of
selected poems from the residency,

Tessa Bunney and Lousie Cottey
have been working independently of one
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another. Tessa has taken hundreds of medium-format photographs, extending her well-
recognised work with animal portraiture, exploring new ideas through the people and places
on the farm, at livestock markets, at point to point races, etc. Louise spent her residency
collecting materials such as wool fragments, plastic wrap, baler twine, etc.,and weaving them
onto fences and other spaces on the farm, to see how they would deteriorate over time.
She has now collected these, and they will form part of the final exhibition. Each is a tiny,

fragile, quite beautiful sculpture.

Focus on Farmers Workshops at Runnage Farm

On Monday 24* November, artists Kirsty and Beth, in collaboration with farmers
Christine and Phil Coaker, held two schools workshops at Runnage Farm.

e+ 9:30 — 12:30 Widecombe School. 30 x 5yr olds + staff / assistants

The morning started with Beth and Phil leading a 45 minute farm walk, and what a beautiful morning
for it. As the sun shone Phil took great delight in his huge but tiny captive audience! (That many
five year olds are quite a sight!) As he explained the ins and outs of Runnage, Beth ensured that
each couple of children was filling their poly bag with a huge selection of found objects, from leaves
and twigs to bike chains and plastics. Meanwhile, back in the yard, Christine and | prepared squash
and biscuits and then cut up clay ready for rolling. All returned from their walk and after a brief
refreshment break we started them off; rolling out the clay and then making all sorts of pictures
and patterns by pushing into the clay objects from their bags. Some chose to leave objects in the
clay, others chose to merely make patterns. Either way, after building a sausage wall of clay around
the images it was time for another break whilst Beth and | prepared the plaster and poured it in.
When the plaster had set the kids were delighted to find their casts revealed as the clay was pulled
off. The morning was an absolute delight and the kids seemed to have a fantastic time. Great
comments were made by both the staff and the little ‘uns. (Kirsty Waterworth)

*+ 13:00 — 16:00 Willobrook School from Exeter.16 x 8yr olds + staff

This group arrived a little early, much to our panic, but were happy to sit and eat their lunch in the
sun whilst we ate ours! The afternoon followed the same course as the morning.The only difference
being that | accompanied Phil and the walk, whilst Beth prepared squash and clay.This group, unlike
the first, had never been on a farm before, and the school had chosen the children with the most
problematic home lives or those with least opportunities available to them to participate in the day.
This made the afternoon more demanding than the morning but perhaps also more rewarding.
Because of this also we were unable to do video work with them as it took all the time we had
available to make the casts. This was definitely the right thing to do as it had been a great success
in the morning and | would not have felt happy playing with video when | was covered in clay and
plaster and the barn we were in was dusty and mucky as any farm barn in which 100 kids have been
playing with clay etc!! Again comments were lovely from staff and kids. (Kirsty Waterworth)

Exhibition

are being arranged — the exhibition will tour until July 2005.

Recent Walks

October: Eight of us plus a keen but very elderly dog, met at Cross Furzes on a sunny
morning and set off down the lane to the clapper bridge over the Dean, up past the
magnificent beech trees and onto the Abbots way to Water Oak Corner. Why Water
Oak? No oaks at all only a couple of scraggy pines, and unlike most places on the moor,
not much water either. From there we headed for Pupers Hill negotiating the marsh at
the source of Brockhill stream on the way — the dog fell in — but the humans managed
fine. From the top of Pupers Hill we crossed the saddle of open moor to Ryders Hill, at
1600ft the highest point on the southern moor.

Splendid views but too cold and windy to linger, so we had lunch in the great ditch formed
by tin workings above the Mardle Valley. After lunch we headed for the ford across the
river — all hands to the dog — and sustained by chocolate, continued along the slopes
below Snowdon Cairns to Lud Gate and along the road back to Cross Furzes. A fine
day’s walk which we all (even the dog) enjoyed. (Sally Cottis)

November: On an unexpected bright crisp November morning we set off from
Wingstone Farm, Manaton and from there walked across the fields up over Hayne Down
past Bowerman’s Nose and over Swinedown to Jay’s Grave where we stopped to gain
our breath and chatter about dear Kitty Jay’s plight.

We then continued to Natsworthy Gate and into Heathercombe Woods following the
path the Mariners used when catching their ships from either llifracombe or Torbay.The
Pike family have owned these woods since the ‘50s and have planted some rare trees
which we stopped to admire.

Continuing over farmland we were given permission to walk along a farm lane rather
than follow a longer route to Easdon Tor. We took a leisurely lunch here and admiring
the glorious views over Hameldown discussed which rocks were actually Whooping Rocks
and whether the old tale was true that children with whooping cough were made to run
around these rocks... some cure!

We then struggled through the overgrown bracken and gorse, was Juliette going to lead
them astray yet again? Not this time. We reached the lane, continuing our walk past
Barracot and gently back through the fields to the Farm and a welcome cup of teq, all
agreeing that it was truly a magical day.

River Dart Book

A community art project ended
last week in a puff of smoke when
its makers met, on a steam train
travelling from Buckfastleigh to
Totnes alongside the River Dart,
to launch their artists’ book “Dart”.
The river itself was the inspiration
for this book which was made
with a grant to the organiser
Joanna Radford from a Tarka
Country Millennium Award, funded
with lottery money through the
Millennium Commission.

The launch was the culmination
of a year’s work by a group of
people all of whom live or work in
or near the valley of the river. The
inspiration for the artists’ book was
Alice Oswald’s poem, which last
year won the T S Eliot Poetry Prize,
called “Dart” and tracing the river
and its people from source to mouth.
Several of the artists involved had
personal connections with poet and
river - Jilly Sutton had introduced
Alice to one of the personalities
in the poem, the stonewaller, and
produced a sculptural print of
him unloading stone from his boat.
Sadly, the stonewaller himself died,
very suddenly, a little while before
the end of the project but the print in the book remains a memorial to him.
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Joanna had also recruited pupils from six primary schools along the river to produce
images for the book, and the pupils, mostly years five or six, worked hard not only to
produce handmade prints (woodcuts and dry point on plastic) but also to sew up the
copy of the book that their school would receive. Forty books were made, one for each
of the participants.

The launch, which was enjoyed by all those who joined the train, was made possible
through the generosity of South Devon Railway Trust which hired the train for a special
price to Joanna, and made packed lunches for everyone on the trip, because they too
had recently received a lottery award for a development project for the railway. Even the
guard was connected to the book - his mother had made one of the prints in it!

Part of the project was also to make CD Roms of the book and these should be ready
for distribution by the end of January. These will run as stand-alone CDs where it will
be possible to turn the pages of the book as if reading the real thing. They are free,
in a limited number, to anyone reading this account who contacts the organiser, Joanna
Radford, at Hannaford Old House, Poundsgate, Newton Abbot, TQ I3 7NX, enclosing a
self-addressed C5 envelope with a 34p stamp on it.
